Forest Revealed

The Tomizawa area has been known for rice
farming since ancient times. When a construc-
tion survey for building an elementary school
dug down 5 meters, it revealed something else
entirely: the remnants of ice age Sendai from
20,000 years ago! This is the only place in the
world where traces of people, wildlife, and
forests from the last glacial period have been
discovered together. The Tomizawa Site
Museum was built directly over the excavated
area, preserving and presenting everything as it
was found. Journey back in time and beneath
the soil, and reconnect with the distant past.
Outside, the restored “Tomizawa Glacial Forest”
is perfect for a stroll.
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Remnants of a 20,000-year-old forest. The tangled roots reveal the size of the trees.

The Sanriku Coast
from Beneath the Sea

Uncover a Deeper Sendai
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Sendai Umino-Mori Aquarium
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When you enter the aquarium, your first impression
might be that you are underwater, too, as fish swim
by and hoya (sea pineapples) float overhead! The
Sanriku Coast near Sendai is a meeting place for
warm and cold ocean currents carrying with them a
rich diversity of sea life. The aquarium’s gigantic 7.5
meter- (25 foot) deep tank is like a slice of the local
sea and is enough to stop people in their tracks.
Natural sunlight illuminates the depths revealing the
brilliant true colors of the fish. Watch as schools of
sardines swirl in formation, stingrays glide by and
red gurnards spread their colorful wing-like fins.
Only at this aquarium can you see how the sea sus-
tains local communities, with full-sized recreations
of oyster and hoya cultivation.
